When we are ill, we call the doctor, and he examines us and diagnoses the illness (disease).
When we have a headache, a stomach-ache, a sore throat, a cold or a pain in some part of the body,
we call the doctor. He takes our temperature and our pulse, he examines our heart, our lungs, our
stomach or the part where we have a pain and tells us what is the matter with us. He says, “You
have heart disease”. He says, “I shall prescribe some medicine. You must take the prescription to
the chemist, and he will make up the medicine for you. Take the medicine twice a day before (or
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after) meals.” The doctor prescribes medicine and gives us a prescription, which we take to the
chemist who makes up the medicine

If you follow doctor’s order, you get better; if you disobey the doctor, you may get worse,
and even die.

We must obey the doctor, if we want to get better. If we have a temperature, we must stay
in bed and take the medicine he prescribes. If we cannot get better at home we must go to hospital.
For example, if you have appendicitis, a surgeon performs the operation on you. If you too ill to
walk, we go to hospital on an ambulance. After our illness we can o to a sanatorium until we are
completely recover.

The Geographical Position of Russia, its Nature and Climate»

Russia is situated (located) in the eastern part of Europe and the northern part of Asia. It covers
almost twice the territory of either the United States or China.

Russia borders on 12 countries on land. In the south Russia borders on China, Mongolia, Korea,
Kazakhstan, Georgia and Azerbaijan. In the west it borders on Norway, Finland, the Baltic States,
Belorussia, and the Ukraine. It also has a sea border with the USA.

The main areas of Russia are European part, Siberia and Far East. The Ural Mountains separate
Europe from Asia.
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Russia is washed by 12 seas and 2 oceans. Russia is connected with the Atlantic Ocean through
the Baltic Sea in the west and the Black Sea in the south. The Arctic Ocean and its seas including
the White, Barents, Kara, Laptev, and East-Siberian Seas wash Russia in the north. The Pacific
Ocean and its seas the Bering, Okhotsk and Japanese Seas wash Russia in the east.

Russia’s greatest rivers are the Don and the Volga in its European part, and the Ob and the
Yenisey in West Siberia. The largest river in Asian part of Russia is the Lena. The Volga flows
into the Caspian Sea. The main Siberian rivers, the Ob, the Yenisei and the Lena, flow from south
to north. The Ob is the longest river in Russia, but the Volga is the most important one. Many
Russian towns are located on the Volga river: Vladimir, Tver, Yaroslavl, Kazan, and Nizhny
Novgorod. Altogether there are over two million rivers in our country.

Lake Baikal is the largest fresh water lake in the world, one of the Seven Natural Wonders of
the World, the pearl of Siberia. It’s 636 kilometers long and 80 kilometers wide and is surrounded
by forests and mountains peaks, the waters of the lake are transparent to a depth of 40 metres in
summer. The lake has more than 2000 rare plants and animals — bears, elk (10cs), lynx (pbich),
sables (co0oub), freshwater seal (Tronens), trout (popens), salmon (;1ocock) and sturgeon (ocetp).
It is fed by 336 rivers, with only one river feeding out (the Angara).

The climate of Russia differs from one part to another, from arctic in the north to subtropical
in the south. But the prevailing one is a type of climate with four seasons.It is called temperate
(ymepennbiit). Winters are cold and windy with a lot of snow. Summers are hot and dry.

Russia is rich in mineral resources such as coal, oil, natural gas, as well as of iron ore, copper,
zinc, lead and others. Natural resources determine the development of the Russian economy.

State Symbols of Russia

The state symbols of Russia are the Russian flag, the hymn of Russia and the coat of arms
(repO).

The State Russian flag is three-coloured. It has three horizontal stripes: white, blue and red. The
white stripe stands for the earth, the blue one stands for the sky, and the red one stands for
liberty.

The national emblem of Russia is the double-headed eagle. It is the most ancient symbol of
Russia. Originally, it was one of the symbols of the Byzantine Empire. It was introduced in
Russia in 1497 by Tsar Ivan 11 after he had married the niece of the last Byzantine Emperor,
Sophia.

The Russian coat of arms consists of the double-headed eagle which has the figure of a horse
rider who spears a viper upon its breast.

Another symbol of Russia is Spasskaya Tower, because the Kremlin clock is on it.

Russia’s Political System

The official name of the country is the Russian Federation or the RF.
Under the Constitution of 1993 Russia is a Presidential Republic. It is headed by the
President who is elected for a four-year term. The President is commander—in—chief of the armed

43



forces, he makes treaties, enforces laws, appoints the Prime Minister, cabinet members, and key
judges. The first Russian president was Boris Eltsin (since 1991).

The Russian government consists of three branches: Legislative (Federal Assembly, which
consists of Federation Council (upper house) and State Duma (lower house). The Federal Council
is not elected. It is formed of the heads of the regions; Executive (President and his cabinet, prime
minister); Judicial (the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court, and regional courts).

The State Duma is a lower house of Federal Assembly, which consists also of an upper house-
Federation Council. The members of State Duma are elected by popular vote (romocamu
usouparencii) for a four-year period.

Russia is a democratic society. Its citizens have many freedoms, among them freedom of
speech, religion and the press.

The Russian language is the official language, but not the only language which people speak
in Russia. Members of more than 60 other ethnic groups who live in Russia speak their own
languages.

The great majority of the population of Russia is Russians. Russia is inhabited by sixty other
nationalities.

Russia is densely populated, but its population is unequally distributed. People prefer to live
in the European part of the country. Siberia is thinly populated. The northern part of Russia is
practically uninhabitable because of the length and severity of its winters. Russia is an urban
country — the majority of the Russian citizens live in cities. They are Moscow and St. Petersburg.

History of Computers

Let us take a look at the history of the computers that we know today. The very first calculating
device used was the ten fingers of a man’s hands. This, in fact, is why today we count in tens and
multiply of tens. Then the abacus was invented, a bead frame in which the beads are moved from
left to right. People went on using some form of abacus well into the 16™ century, it is being used
in some parts of the world because it can be understood without knowing how to read.

During the 17th and 18th centuries many people tried to find easy ways of calculating. J. Napier,
a Scotsman, devised a mechanical way of multiplying and dividing, which is how the modern slide
rule works. Henry Briggs used Napier’s ideas to produce logarithm which all mathematicians used
today.

Calculus, another branch of mathematics, was independently invented by both Sir Isaac Newton,
an Englishman, and Leibnitz, a German mathematician. The first real calculating machine
appeared in 1820 as the result of several people’s experiments. This type of machine, which saves
a great deal of time and reduces the possibility of making mistakes, depends on a ten-toothed gear
wheels.

In 1830 Charles Babbage, an Englishman, designed a machine that was called ‘The Analytical
Engine’. This machine, which Babbage showed at the Paris Exhibition in 1855, was an attempt to
cut out the human being altogether, expert for providing the machine with the necessary facts the
problem to be sowed. He never finished this work, but many of his ideas were the basis for building
today’s computers.

In 1930, the first analog computer was built by American named Vannevar Bush. The device was
used in World War Il to help aim guns. Mark I, the name given to the first digital computer, was
completed in 1944. The men responsible for this invention were Professor Howard Aiken and
some people from IBM. This was the first machine that could figure out long of mathematical
problems all at a very fast speed.

In 1946 two engineers at the University of Pennsylvania, J. Eckert and J. Mayshly, built the first
digital computer using parts called vacuum tubes. They named their new invention UNIAC. The
first generation of computers, which used vacuum tubes, came out in 1950. UNIAC | was an
example of these computers which could perform thousand of calculations per second.

In 1960, the second generation of computers was developed and could perform work ten times
faster than their predecessors. The reason for this extra speed was the use of transistors instead of
vacuum tubes. Second generation computers were smaller, faster and more dependable than first
generation computers.
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The third-generation computers appeared on the market in 1965. These computers could do a
million calculations a second, which is 1000 times faster than the first generation computers.
Unlike second-generation computers, these are controlled by tiny integrated circuits and are
consequently smaller and more dependable.

Fourth-generation computers have now arrived, and the integrated circuits that are being
developed have been greatly reduced in size. This is due to microminiturization, which means that
the circuits are much smaller than before; as many as 1000 tiny circuits now fit onto a single chip.
A chip is a square or rectangular piece of silicon, usually from 1/10 to Y4 inch, upon which several
layers of an integrated circuit are attached or imprinted, after which the circuit is encapsulated in
plastic metal. Fourth generation computers are 50 times faster than third-generation computers and
can complete approximately 1.000.000 instructions per second.

WHAT IS A COMPUTER?

A computer is a machine with an intricate network of electronic circuits that operate switches or
magnetize tiny metal cores. The switches, like the cores, are capable of being in one or two possible
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states, that is, on or off; magnetized or demagnetized. The machine is capable of storing and
manipulating numbers, letters, and characters (symbols).

The basic idea of a computer is that we can make the machine do what we want by inputting signals
that turn certain switches on and turn others off, or magnetize or do not magnetize the cores.

The basic job of computers is processing of information. For this reason computers can be defined
as devices which accept information in the form of instructions, called a program, and characters,
called data, perform mathematical and or logical operations on the information, and then supply
results of these operations. The program, or part of it, which tells the computers what to do and
the data, which provide the information needed to solve the problem, are kept inside the computer
in a place called memory.

It is considered that computers have many remarkable powers. However, most computers, whether
large or small, have three basic capabilities.

First, computers have circuits for performing arithmetic operations, such as: addition, subtraction,
division, multiplication and exponentiation.

Second, computers have a means of communicating with the user. After all, if we couldn't feed
information in and get results back, these machines wouldn't be of much use. Some of the most
common methods of inputting information are to use terminals, diskettes, disks and magnetic
tapes. The computer's input device (a disk drive or tape drive) reads the information into the
computer. For outputting information two common devices are used: a printer, printing the new
information on paper, and a cathode-ray-tube display, which shows the results on a TV-like screen.

Third, computers have circuits which can make decisions. The kinds of decisions which computer
circuits can make are not of the type: "Who would win the war between two countries?" or "Who
is the richest person in the world?" Unfortunately, the computer can only decide three things,
namely: Is one number less than another? Are two numbers equal? and, Is one number greater than
another?

A computer can solve a series of problems and make thousands of logical decisions without
becoming tired. It can find the solution to a problem in a fraction of the time it takes a human being
to do the job.

A computer can replace people in dull, routine tasks, but it works according to the instructions
given to it. There are times when a computer seems to operate like a mechanical 'brain’, but its
achievements are limited by the minds of human beings. A computer cannot do anything unless a
person tells it what to do and gives it the necessary information; but because electric pulses can
move at the speed of light, a computer can carry out great numbers of arithmetic-logical operations
almost instantaneously. A person can do the same, but in many cases that person would be dead
long before the job was finished.

Computer Applications

Many people have or will have had some experience of ‘conversing’ with computers. They
may have their own micro-computer, they may use a terminal from the main company at work or
they may have a television set with a view data facility. Those who do not have this experience
may observe the staff at, for example, an airline check-in or a local bank branch office sitting at
their desks, pressing keys on a typewriter like a keyboard and reading information presented on a
television type screen. In such a situation the check-in clerk or the branch cashier is using the
computer to obtain information (e.g. to find out if a seat is booked) or to amend information (e.g.
to change a customer’s name and address).

The word computer conjures up different images and thoughts in people’s mind depending
upon their experiences. Some view computers as powerful, intelligent machines that can maintain
a ‘big brother’ watch over everyone. Others are staggered and fascinated by the marvels achieved
by the space programs of the superpowers, where computers play an important part.

Numerous factories use computers to control machines that make products. A computer turns
the machines on and off and adjusts their operations when necessary. Without computers, it would
be impossible for engineers to perform the enormous number of calculations needed to solve many
advanced technological problems. Computers help in the building of spacecraft, and they assist
flight engineers in launching, controlling and tracking the vehicles. Computers also are used to
develop equipment for exploring the moon and planets. They enable architectural and civil
engineers to design complicated bridges and other structures with relative ease.

Computers have been of tremendous help to researchers in the biological, physical and social
sciences. Chemists and physicists rely on computers to control and check sensitive laboratory
instruments and to analyze experimental data. Astronomers use computers to guide telescopes and
to process photographic images of planets and other objects in space.

Computers can be used to compose music, write poems and produce drawings and paintings.
A work generated by a computer may resemble that a certain artist in birth style and form, or it
may appear abstract or random. Computers are also used in the study of the fine arts, particularly,
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literature. They have also been programmed to help scholars identify paintings and sculptures from
ancient civilizations.

But computers do not have intelligence in the way humans do. They cannot think for
themselves. What they are good at is carrying out arithmetical operations and making logical
decisions at phenomenally fast speed. But they only do what humans program gives them to do.

Apart from the speed at which computers execute instruction, two developments in particular
have contributed to the growth in the use of computers — efficient storage of large amounts of data
and diminishing cost. Today, computers can store huge amount of information on magnetic media
and any item of this information can be obtained in a few milliseconds and displayed or printed
for the user.

Social work is an established professional discipline with a distinctive part to play in promoting
and securing the wellbeing of children, adults, families and communities. It operates within a
framework of legislation and government policy, set out in Putting People First and the Children’s
Plan, and contributes to the development of social policy, practice and service provision. It
collaborates with other social care, health, education and related services to ensure people receive
integrated support. It is a profession regulated by law.

Social work is committed to enable every child and adult to fulfill their potential, achieve and
maintain independence and self-direction, make choices, take control of their own lives and
support arrangements, and exercise their civil and human rights. It looks at people’s lives and
circumstances in the round, and works with them to personalize social care responses to fit their
own individual situations. Its approaches and working methods aim to promote empowerment and
creativity.

Social work embodies a set of core values and principles. It is committed to the rights of the child,;
respects the equality, worth and human rights of all people, and their individuality, privacy and
dignity; and challenges discrimination and prejudice. Its knowledge base, drawn from relevant
academic disciplines, is informed by the experience and expertise of people using services,
developed through research and tested in practice.

Social work makes a particular contribution in situations where there are high levels of complexity,
uncertainty, stress, conflicts of interest, and risk, particularly to children and vulnerable adults. It
applies specialist analytical skills and knowledge to assess these situations, and making complex
judgments on action to take.

Whether it is dealing with an ill person, a homeless person, or a person who has undergone
domestic violence. The social workers are trained specifically to provide direct services to
individuals, such as: families, groups and communities.
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They learn to confront and change the problems that are causing the injustices, the discriminations,
and the oppressions. For the essence of their work is all about the help that they are able to supply
to those whom are going through such difficult times with in their lives.

One of the hardest things for a social worker to have to deal with is leaving their work at work,
and not bringing it home with them. For each and every single social worker that is out there and
trying to help improve upon people’s lives, no matter who they are, they are going to have to deal
with some traumatic cases. In all different areas within the field of social work, the cases almost
always have an impact, and in all honesty no matter how traumatic the case is, it is always going
to leave the imprint on the social worker and on their career. A social worker forms a bond with
the person of whom they are trying to help, and no matter who you are in life once a bond has been
formed you are never going to forget that person you have made that connection with. In most
cases the social worker can see a little deeper than what is just sitting on the surface of the person
of whom they are assisting, they begin seeing inside of them and who they truly are. This is where
it then becomes difficult, that once your work has been done for the day and you return home, you
are expected to leave the cases alone, to ignore them and to move one with your OWN life.

Professional social workers assist individuals, groups, or communities to restore or enhance their
capacity for social functioning, while creating societal conditions favorable to their goals. The
practice of social work requires knowledge of human development and behavior, of social,
economic and cultural institutions, and of the interaction of all these factors.

Social workers are highly trained and experienced professionals. Only those who have earned
social work degrees at the bachelor’s, master’s or doctoral levels, and completed a minimum
number of hours in supervised fieldwork, are «professional social workersy.

Social workers help people overcome some of life’s most difficult challenges: poverty,
discrimination, abuse, addiction, physical illness, divorce, loss, unemployment, educational
problems, disability and mental illness. They help prevent crises and counsel individuals, families
and communities to cope more effectively with the stresses of everyday life.

Professional social workers are found in every facet of community life — in schools, hospitals,
mental health clinics, senior centers, elected office, private practices, prisons, military,
corporations, and in numerous public and private agencies that serve individuals and families in
need. They often specialize in one or more of the following practice areas: Military Social Work,
Rural Social Work, Child Welfare Services, Homeless Family Assistance, Hospital Social Work,
School Violence, Depression, Chronic Pain, Development Disabilities, International Social Work,
Community Mental Health, Employee Assistance, Veterans Services, Domestic Violence, Family
Planning, Difficulties in School, Gerontology Services, Housing Assistance, Public Welfare.

Methods of working in social work have evolved over a long period, rooted in common core
principles but reflecting changing legal and policy frameworks, social attitudes and expectations,
and relationships between professionals and the public. Key features include:

Text Tasks of Social Work

In order to undertake the roles described, and support people to fulfill their potential and achieve
their chosen outcomes, social workers perform a variety of tasks. Not all of them are exclusive to
social work, but social workers carry them out as an integral part of enabling people to achieve the
outcomes they want. Some tasks are specific to work with adults, or with children and families.
Many are common to work with people of all ages in many different settings and sectors. Often,
both the children and the adults in a family need help or support, and the social worker has to be
competent to understand and work with both children and adults.

Some of the principal tasks undertaken by social workers include:

a. building relationships with people who need support, winning their trust and finding good ways
of communicating with them;

b. working with the person or family who needs support to help them assess their situation, decide
what they want to achieve, overcome barriers, and obtain support that feels right for them;

c. aiding people who wish to do so to assess their own needs, identify resources, make decisions,
and arrange and manage their own support;
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d. providing or arranging advocacy for people who do not have a voice, and helping them to be
more in control of their own lives;

e. helping parents develop the skills and understanding to be more effective in meeting their
children’s needs for care, development and control;

f. supporting the physical, intellectual and emotional development of children and young people
who need help, and helping disadvantaged people of all ages improve their health and wellbeing;

g. helping children and adults to overcome the problems of disability, negotiate the transition to
adulthood and achieve independent living, access direct payments, individual budgets and other
funding, and secure personal assistance, equipment and employment adjustments;
